2011-12 Brief Evaluation Plan Highlights
· SPLASH Student Behavioral Outcomes- Two evaluation strategies will be employed: 1) retrospective pre-survey (fourth-middle school) will be sent to teachers in May 2012; and 2) case-control study (fifth grade) evaluation using six SPLASH fifth grade classrooms and six non-SPLASH classrooms.  
· Classroom Support Materials- Every fifth teacher who receives classroom support materials will be sent a brief electronic survey to assess the materials in supporting the SPLASH objectives. As well, a commonly ordered support material will be evaluated to assess supporting the objectives.
· Family Connection Events-a brief event exit survey (flash cards) for parents/guardians who attend FCE will be made available.

· A pilot evaluation of a contractor for family connection events to measure behavioral outcome objectives using a student pre-post-post test (prior to and two times after the program) will be completed. 
· A pilot evaluation to look at use of pedometers in a SPLASH elementary school will be completed.

3. Year End Report- First call for year end reports that are due October 17, 2011. A form to complete the report will be sent in September.  
4. Recently Published Studies-  Project FIT, Grand Rapids, MI (copies available upon request)
Project FIT is a collaborative project to promote physical activity and healthy eating to reduce childhood obesity. The four components of Project FIT include school, community, social marketing, and school staff wellness. Multi-faceted activities include physical activity access; nutrition education; improve availability of nutritious food; improve nutrition and physical activity knowledge, self-efficacy, attitudes and behaviors; incorporate healthful values; and encourage dialogue among all community partners. At baseline, among primarily low-income Hispanic and African American 3rd-5th grade children (n = 403) there was generally low physical activity (70% do not meet recommendation of 60 minutes per day), excessive screen time (75% do not meet recommendation of <2 hours per day), and low intake of vegetables and whole grains and high intake of sugar-sweetened beverages, French fries and chips and desserts. A high prevalence of overweight and obesity (48.5% including 6% with severe obesity) was noted.
