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 1. Evaluation 2011-12

Beginning in 2012 schools conducting family connection events where adult family members participate will be asked to conduct a brief evaluation. The evaluation is a two-question exit survey (FLASH CARD) to assess adult intentions on either fruit, vegetable, whole grains, no/low fat milk, or physical activity. More information to follow.

Did you know? 76% of third grade SPLASH schools (2010-11) participated in 3 out of four of SPLASH activities that include teaching MMH, EPEC, classroom support materials, and/or family connection events. The question is if there are student behavioral outcome differences in schools based on their level of participation? Answers to follow… 

3. Mid-year and Year End reporting 
In the operations manual there are draft copies of the mid-year and year-end reports. The only thing you will need to collect and report at mid-year and year end is the indirect education activities (e.g., mass communications, public events, and materials distribution). The only new collection from the program side will be the anticipated participation at Family Connection Events (FCE) recorded on the FCE pre-approval form.  
4. SNAP Beneficiaries by Congressional Districts

The Food and Nutrition Service at the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) has released a website which provides a snapshot of Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) participants in 2007-2009 for each congressional district in the U.S. The website uses SNAP program data and information from the American Community Survey.
