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1.  Group post and retrospective pre-test (on the way!)

The final sets of evaluation surveys are being sent out early in the month to give the teachers some flexibility in administering the surveys before the end of the year. The whole classroom process should not take more than 15 minutes to complete. An e-mail announcement has been sent to the 10% random selection of SPLASH classrooms prior to their arrival. Please reinforce responses and forward questions from teachers to Chris.  

First, a group post-survey will be sent to grades three to middle school as a follow-up to the group pre-test in October 2010 (70% response rate!).  
Second, surveys using the retrospective pre-survey are being used to increase the effectiveness and efficiency of the evaluation process. The process involves students taking the pre and post test in sequence at the conclusion of the intervention.

4. Recently Published Studies- Garden-based nutrition-education *  
Garden-based nutrition-education programs for youth are gaining in popularity and viewed as a promising strategy for increasing preferences and improving dietary intake of fruits and vegetables. Five studies took place on school grounds and were integrated into the school curriculum, three studies were conducted as part of an afterschool program, and three studies were conducted within the community. Studies included youth ranging in age from 5 to 15 years. Findings suggest that garden-based nutrition intervention programs may have the potential to promote increased fruit and vegetable intake among youth and increased willingness to taste fruits and vegetables among younger children.  The need for well-designed studies to determine program effectiveness and impact for future research directions are recommended. *Let me know if you would like a copy.
