Snapshot of SPLASH Behavioral Outcomes 2010-2011 
The data are being analyzed for the SPLASH final report. Overall we have data from over 300 classrooms representing the diversity of SPLASH. These findings are very preliminary and not be published elsewhere.  
· Elementary school classrooms showed positive behavioral outcomes for fruits, vegetables, milk, and whole grains. Fourth and six grade classrooms fared better than third and fifth grades. Increases in physical activity were positive for fourth and fifth grade classrooms and neutral for sixth grade classrooms. The most notable outcomes in elementary classrooms were decreasing the consumption of calorie dense foods such as soda pop, cookies, and chips among all classrooms. 
· Middle school SPLASH classrooms generally reported increased consumption of no/low 
fat milk products, vegetables, whole grains, and fruit using one survey method. Middle 
school students also reported elevated intentions to increase fruit and vegetable 
consumption while remaining neutral on increasing whole grains and milk products. 
Middle school classrooms were neutral for decreasing non-school computer use and 
increases in physical activity. Playing time for video games among students decreased. 
SPLASH in low income schools shows promise in producing positive outcomes. Full implementation of all components of SPLASH is essential to enhance dosage to students using SNAP-Ed funds. Thanks to all the teachers and students who participated. Much more to follow…

Recently Published Studies- California SNAP-Ed Campaign Increases Fruit and Vegetable Consumption Among Adults
The Journal of Nutrition Education and Behavior issued a special supplement, “Network for a Healthy California: Evaluation Results of Multi-level Nutrition Education through SNAP-Ed.” The supplement describes results from California's statewide social marketing campaign which is funded primarily by the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program Education Program (SNAP-Ed) and run by the California Department of Public Health. Findings showed that while disparities remain, low-income and communities of color made gains in fruit and vegetable consumption: SNAP-Ed resulted in a 91 percent increase in consumption among the poorest; a 77 percent increase for African Americans; a 43 percent increase for Latinos; and a 47 percent increase for SNAP adult participants.
